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Introduction  
 
This document will describe the way the user can check the status and change 
parameters in the CelluLink HG-212 

� CelluLink 212 is a cellular adaptor that operates as stand-alone entity with 2 
channels 

� CelluLink 112 is a cellular adaptor that operates as stand-alone entity with 1 
channel  

� CelluLink 212R is a cellular adaptor that operates as part of 2012 rack-mount 
configuration with 2 channels. 

 
 

Interfaces 
 
You may operate the QMS with 2 interfaces: 

1. Direct connection 
2. SMS 

 
In order to operate the QMS with Direct connection you need: 
 

1. CelluLink 212 
2. A working SIM. 
3. Hypermedia Data Cable. 
4. PC (Windows 98, 2000, XP) with RS232 ( 9P) 
 

In order to operate the QMS with SMS interface you need: 
 

1. CelluLink 212 
2. A working SIM with SMS support. 
3. Hypermedia Data Cable. 
4. PC (Windows 98, 2000, XP) with RS232 ( 9P) 
5. A working SmartCell 111L. 
 
General comment: 

 
The QMS application needs 2 files, both files must be in the same directory: 

1) QMS_V304.exe 
2) QMSHINTS.INI 

The INI file contains a full online help. 
The user can modify the content of the file BUT the structure of the file MUST stay as 
the original one. 
 

Example (the first few lines): 
 
[HINTS] 
RxGain1= fix to mobile audio gain of channel 1 
TxGain1= mobile to fix audio gain of channel 1 
 
TxGain2= fix to mobile audio gain of channel 2 
RxGain2= mobile to fix audio gain of channel 2  
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Getting started: 
 

�  The normal way to start the process is to give the CelluLink  about 1 min to 
start 

�  Connect the data cable from the PC to the DATA connector in the CelluLink . 
(The cable provided by Hypermedia). There is no indication on the CelluLink 
for the connection. Use this cable only while using the direct connection. 

�  There is no easy way to know what and how many messages are in the SIM 
inbox. This is why we recommend cleaning the SIM inbox from old messages 
to prevent problems. To clean the SIM inbox from old messages, you may use 
a mobile to do that. 

�  If it is a new SIM please make sure that you are able to send and receive 
SMS's and you are able to make outgoing and incoming calls. 

�   Before starting any setup, please make sure that the appropriate leds in the 
CelluLink are on.
